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CHAPTER I: ORGANIZATION  

SECTION 1: NAME  
This organization shall be known as the North Atlantic Section hereinafter referred to as the 
"NAS") of the United States Fencing Association, Incorporated (hereinafter referred to as the 
"USFA., Inc.").  

SECTION 2: PURPOSE  
It is the purpose of this Organization to:  

a. Promote and encourage fencing in the North Atlantic Section of the United States 
Fencing Association, Inc., according to the purposes, and under the auspices of, the 
USFA, Inc.  

b. Provide a formal and permanent Organization for the North Atlantic Section, USFA, Inc., 
and for the coordination of its affairs.  

SECTION 3: MEMBERSHIP  
Individual Membership in the North Atlantic Section, USFA, Inc., shall be extended to all 
members of a Division of the USFA, Inc., that is a member or participating Division of the North 
Atlantic Section.  

SECTION 4: JOINING SECTION  
A Division may become a member Division of the North Atlantic Section by properly organizing 
under the Constitution and By-laws of the USFA, Inc., and be assigned to the NAS by the 
governing body of said Association.  

SECTION 5: NORTH ATLANTIC SECTION EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE  
The governing body of the North Atlantic Section shall be known as the NAS Executive 
Committee. Its membership shall consist of the NAS Chair, the NAS Vice-chair, the NAS 
Secretary, the NAS Treasurer, the Chairs and USFA Congress Representatives of the member 
Divisions, and one (1) Additional Member from each Division, to be appointed by the Executive 
Committee of that Division, in accordance with the provisions of Article XIII, Section 11, of the 
By-Laws of the USFA, Inc., 1990, as now or hereafter amended. (cf. I-6-a-4; I-6-b-2; II-5, 
below)  

SECTION 6: OFFICERS  
There shall be a Chair, a Vice-chair, a Secretary, and a Treasurer of the North Atlantic Section, 
USFA, Inc.  

a.  Chair  

1)  The NAS Chair shall be elected by the NAS Executive Committee, from among its own 
membership, in accordance with the provisions of Article XIII, Section 11, of the By-
Laws of the U.S.F.A, Inc., 1990 now or hereafter amended.  
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2)  The NAS Chair shall serve for a term of one (1) year, and there are no restrictions as to 
the number of terms to which the Chair may be elected or re-elected.  

3)  The N.A.S Chair shall be responsible for the execution of the policies of the NAS 
Executive Committee, and for enforcing the By-Laws of the NAS. An appeal from his or 
her actions shall be referred to the NAS Executive Committee, which shall have final 
authority on all questions that might arise.  

4)  The NAS Chair shall be a member of the NAS Executive Committee, and will cast the 
tie-breaking vote, if necessary, among those members voting. Though it is not 
recommended, the Chair could be an Officer of his/her Division, but in no case the 
Division Chair.  

b. Vice-Chair  

1)  The NAS Vice-chair shall be elected by the NAS Executive Committee from among 
candidates recommended by the Chair, or others. The candidates must be members in 
good standing of the NAS.  

2)  The NAS Vice-chair shall serve for a term of one (1) year and there are no restrictions as 
to the number of terms to which the Vice-chair may be elected or re-elected.  

3)  The NAS Vice-chair shall be a member of the NAS Executive Committee. Though it is 
not recommended, the Vice-chair could be an officer of his/her Division.  

4)  The NAS Vice-chair shall assume the powers and responsibilities of the NAS Chair, 
should he/she resign, become ill, or incapacitated during his/her designated term of 
office.  

5)  The NAS Vice-chair shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the NAS 
Chair or the NAS Executive Committee.  

c.  Secretary  

1)  The NAS Secretary shall be elected by the NAS Executive Committee, from among the 
candidates recommended by the Chair, or others, in accordance with the provisions of 
Article XIII, Section 11, of the By-Laws of the USFA, Inc., 1990, as now or here after 
amended. He/she should be from the same Division as the NAS Chair, and the Chair's 
recommendations should carry extra weight, as the two officers must be able to work 
together, and communicate easily.  

2)  The NAS Secretary shall serve for a term of one (1) year, and there are no restrictions as 
to the number of terms to which the NAS Secretary may be elected or re-elected.  

3)  The NAS Secretary shall be a voting member of the NAS Executive Committee. The 
Secretary-Treasurer may be an Officer of his/her Division, though it is not recommended.  

4)  The Secretary shall be responsible for maintaining a permanent record of the Minutes of 
the Meetings of the NAS Executive Committee.  
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5)  The Secretary shall be responsible for maintaining a permanent and correct copy of the 
By-Laws of the North Atlantic Section.  

6)  The Secretary shall be responsible for maintaining a current and correct Rotation List for 
the responsibility of hosting the NAS Senior and Junior Tournaments.  

7)  The Secretary shall be responsible to the NAS Chair and Executive Committee for 
compliance with all regulations and orders that may be adopted that apply to the 
Secretary's Office.  

d.  Treasurer  

1)  The NAS Treasurer shall be elected by the NAS Executive Committee, from among the 
candidates recommended by the Chair, or others, in accordance with the provisions of 
Article XIII, Section 11, of the By-Laws of the USFA, Inc., 1990, as now or hereafter 
amended.   

2)  The NAS Treasurer shall serve for a term of one (1) year, and there are no restrictions as 
to the number of terms to which the NAS Treasurer may be elected or re-elected.  

3)  The NAS Treasurer shall be a voting member of the NAS Executive Committee. The 
Treasurer may be an Officer of his/her Division, though it is not recommended.  

4)  The Treasurer shall be responsible for maintaining a permanent record and accounting of 
the finances of the North Atlantic Section.  

5)  The Treasurer shall be responsible to the NAS Chair and Executive Committee for 
compliance with all regulations and orders that may be adopted that apply to the 
Treasurer's Office.  

6)  The Treasurer shall make two Financial Reports annually, one at the NAS Annual 
Meeting, and one at the close of the Fiscal Year.  

SECTION 7: FISCAL YEAR  
The Fiscal Year of the North Atlantic Section, USFA, Inc., shall coincide with the Fiscal Year of 
the USFA, Inc.  
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CHAPTER II: THE ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING  

SECTION 1: TIME AND PLACE  
The NAS Executive Committee shall hold an Annual Business Meeting, at the time and place of 
the NAS Senior Championship Tournament, to elect the Chair, Vice-chair, Secretary, and 
Treasurer for the following Fiscal Year, to confirm the Host Divisions for the next NAS Senior 
and Junior Championships (per the Host Rotation List), and to conduct such other business as 
may come before it, and be necessary or desirable for the North Atlantic Section.  

SECTION 2: QUORUM  
A Quorum for a Meeting of the NAS Executive Committee shall be constituted by those 
Divisions represented at a regularly-called Meeting of said Committee. Where action is taken at 
a Meeting at which are present fewer than five (5) members, any three (3) members of the 
Executive Committee may require that the NAS Chair (or, in his absence, the Secretary) 
resubmit the action to the full Executive Committee for a mail vote, but such a demand must be 
received by the NAS Chair within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of the mailing of the 
Minutes of that Meeting.  

SECTION 3: VOTING  
Each Member of the NAS Executive Committee shall have one (1) vote on matters coming 
before the Committee.  

SECTION 4: MAJORITY VOTE  
All decisions shall be made by a simple majority of those voting.  

SECTION 5: EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE  
The NAS Executive Committee shall be comprised of the NAS Chair, the NAS Vice-chair, the 
NAS Secretary, the NAS Treasurer, the Chairs and USFA Congress Representatives of each 
member Division, plus one (1) Extra Member from each Division, to be appointed by that 
Division's Executive Committee, in accordance with the provisions of Article XIII, Section 11, 
of the By-Laws of the USFA, Inc., 1990, as now or hereafter amended.  

SECTION 6: CHAIRMAN PRO-TEM  
If the NAS Chair cannot be present at an NAS Championship Tournament, or at the NAS Annual 
Meeting, the NAS Vice-chair may take his place or the Chair shall designate a Chair Pro-Tem, in 
writing. The Vice-chair or the Chair Pro-Tem shall exercise all authority necessary for the 
conduct of the NAS Championship Tournament or the Annual Meeting, as the NAS Chair would 
exercise if he were present.  

SECTION 7: SECRETARY PRO-TEM (Recorder)  
If the NAS Secretary cannot be present at the NAS Annual Meeting, the Meeting Chair shall 
appoint a Recorder, to take notes of the business transacted. The Chair shall also present to the 
Members any Reports, including Financial, normally presented by the Secretary or the Treasurer 
if either is unable to attend. The Recorder shall send the Notes of the Meeting to the NAS 
Secretary (or the NAS Chair) as soon after the Meeting as is practical.  
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SECTION 8: MINUTES OF THE MEETING  
The NAS Secretary (or the NAS Chair) shall send copies of the Minutes of the Annual Meeting 
to all Members of the Executive Committee as soon as possible after the close of the Fiscal Year, 
and in no case later than November 1st of the same year. The Minutes shall include a full 
statement of the Members present, any Reports given, an End-of-the-Fiscal-Year Financial 
Statement, and the business that was conducted during the Meeting.  
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CHAPTER III:  VOTING BY MAIL  

SECTION 1: REQUEST FOR A MAIL VOTE  
The NAS Chair may, on his/her own motion, and, on the request of five (5) Members of the NAS 
Executive Committee, shall, submit to the full Executive Committee for vote by mail, any such 
matters as may require action other than at the regular Annual Meeting.  

SECTION 2: MAJORITY VOTE  
All decisions shall be by simple majority of those voting.  

SECTION 3: VOTING DEADLINE  
Whenever possible, the NAS Chair shall allow not less than three (3) weeks for a voting deadline 
from the time of mailing notices and ballots to the addresses of record of the last reported 
Members of the NAS Executive Committee.  

SECTION 4: UNRETURNED BALLOTS  
Any ballots not returned to the NAS Secretary (or to the NAS Chair) by the deadline set for such 
return, will be counted as a "YES" vote for the purpose of determining whether the measure(s) 
passes or not.  

SECTION 5: RECEIPT OF VOTE  
All mail votes shall be mailed to the NAS Secretary (or to the NAS Chair), who shall report 
promptly to the Members of the NAS Executive Committee the results of the mail vote.  

SECTION 6: APPROVAL  
All measures approved by mail vote shall take effect on such report by the Secretary (or the NAS 
Chair).  
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CHAPTER IV:  THE NORTH ATLANTIC SECTION CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENTS  

SECTION 1: THE SENIOR CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT  
a.  Events  

1)  The NAS Senior Championship Tournament shall consist of Individual Events, in all 
weapons, subject to specified qualification procedures, and, when possible, Team Events. 
Normally, the Senior Championship Tournament shall be held on the first or second 
weekend in May.  

2)  Team Members and Team Scores shall be subject to the Rules established by the NAS 
Executive Committee for the year such Team Events are held.  

b. The Rotation of the Tournament  

1)  The NAS Senior Championship Tournament shall be held within the geographic 
boundaries of the NAS and its Member Divisions.  

2)  The Member Divisions of The North Atlantic Section shall be required to host the NAS 
Senior Championship Tournament, in the following order of rotation, starting with the 
2004 Senior Championships:  

2007  West Rock  2012  Western NY  

2008  Green Mountain  2013  Long Island  

2009  New England  2014 West Rock  

2010  Hudson-Berkshire  2015 Green Mountain  

2011  Connecticut  2016 New England  

3)  A Division newly admitted to the North Atlantic Section shall have the privilege of 
making application within two (2) years after the year of admission, to host the NAS 
JUNIOR Championship Tournament to be held in the season following that in which the 
Application is made. Should such an Application be disapproved, the newly admitted 
Division shall have the privilege of renewing the Application, and such Application shall 
be approved. 

4)  The name of the newly admitted Division shall be inserted into the Rotation List of 
Member Divisions as of the year in which such Division hosts the JUNIOR 
Championship Tournament, and into the rotation for the SENIOR Championship 
Tournament to be held three (3) years later.  

5)  Should a newly admitted Division not make application as in "3)" above, such Division 
shall be placed at the bottom of the Rotation List for the NAS JUNIOR Championship 
Tournament, as of the year of admission into the North Atlantic Section, and into the 
Rotation List for the SENIOR Championship Tournament to be held three (3) years after 
that.  
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c.  Host Division Responsibility  

The Host Division shall be responsible for providing adequate facilities for holding the NAS 
Senior Championship Tournament, or the NAS Junior Championship Tournament, as applicable.  

d. Timing of the Tournament  

The NAS Senior Championship Tournament shall be held not less than one (1) month prior to 
the scheduled start of the Summer National Championship Tournament, unless unusual 
circumstances prohibit it.  

e. Schedule of Events  

1)  As early in the season as possible, preferably before November 1st, the Host Division 
should advise the NAS Chairman of the dates of the forthcoming NAS Senior 
Championship Tournament. The Chairman will then inform the member Divisions of the 
dates, so that the Divisions can properly schedule the appropriate Qualifying 
Competitions in a timely manner.  

2)  The Order of Events for the NAS Senior Championship Tournament shall be as follows:  

 on one day:  on the other day:  

 Men's Foil  Men's Epee  

 Men's Sabre Women's Foil  

 Women's Epee  Women's Sabre 

These Events shall alternate each year between Saturday and Sunday, so as to even up conflicts.  

3)  Not later than one (1) month prior to the date of the NAS Championship Tournament, the 
NAS Section Office shall advise each member Division, and the individuals eligible to 
enter the Tournament, as to place, time, schedule of events, special rules, deadline for 
filing entries, and other such information as may be necessary or desirable to facilitate the 
conduct of, and participation in, the Tournament.  

a)  The Section Office (Chairman or Secretary) shall provide all member Divisions with 
the Entry Summary Forms, Entry Information (to include the Schedule, Entry 
Deadline Date, Fees, etc.), and any other information that will enable Qualifiers to 
enter in a proper manner.  

b)  The Host Division will provide, to the Section Office, information on appropriate 
accommodations, directions to those accommodations and the Tournament Site 
(written, a map, or both), nearby restaurants, etc., so that all those who enter can 
make suitable plans in advance. Entrants will provide a Self Addressed Stamped 
Envelope, so that the Section Office can send this information back.  
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c)  The Section Office shall receive all Entries and Fees, so as to maintain fiscal 
responsibility. The Host Division shall keep track of all monies spent, and shall 
submit the appropriate bills to the Section Office for reimbursement.  

f.  Qualifiers to the Senior Championships  

1)  All entries to the North Atlantic Section Championships will be Open to all age qualified 
members of the USFA North Atlantic Section.  

2)  Note that the above information does not constitute the required Entry for the 
Tournament. Entry Forms will be available on the Section website in a timely manner.  

g.  Entry by Appeal  

Within the limitations imposed by these By-Laws, that NAS Executive Committee shall have 
final authority over all matters pertaining to each of the NAS Championship Tournaments.   

h.  Final Authority  

The NAS Chairman, as Chairman of the NAS Executive Committee, shall be responsible for 
carrying out the policies and programs established by that Committee, and for enforcing the 
provisions of these By-Laws, subject to review by the Executive Committee.  

i.  The Bout Committee  

1)  Under normal circumstances, the NAS Chairman shall act as the Bout Committee 
Chairman for each NAS Championship Tournament. If the NAS Chairman is unable to 
act as the Bout Committee Chairman for a Championship Tournament, he shall appoint, 
with the approval of the Host Division and the NAS Executive Committees, a Bout 
Committee Chairman for that Tournament. This Bout Committee Chairman should be 
from the Host Division, but need not be a member of the NAS Executive Committee.  

2)  The Tournaments shall be completed in two (2) consecutive week-end days, a Saturday 
and a Sunday.  

3)  Subject to review and approval by the NAS Executive Committee, the NAS Tournament 
Bout Committee shall exercise the usual functions of such Office as provided for in the 
USFA, Inc., Rules, except that Presidents of Jury (Referees) shall be selected and 
assigned only with the approval of, and in accordance with, procedures established by the 
NAS Executive Committee, which shall be guided by the ratings established by the 
Fencing Officials Commission of the USFA, Inc.  

4)  The NAS Tournament Bout Committees shall be composed of the NAS Chairman, the 
Chairman of each Member Division, and such additional members as the NAS Chairman 
may appoint to facilitate the conduct of the Tournaments. If any Division Chairman is not 
available, the competitors from that Division shall select someone form their Division to 
serve on the Bout Committee.  
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j.  Protests and Appeals  

1)  An Appeal from an Administrative decision of the NAS Tournament Bout Committee 
shall be made to the NAS Chairman.  

2)  An Appeal from an Administrative decision of the NAS Chairman shall be made to the 
NAS Executive Committee.  

3)  A protest against a decision of a President of Jury (Referee) or the NAS Tournament 
Bout Committee Chairman, on the application of the Rules, shall be to the NAS 
Tournament Bout Committee.  

4)  Whenever possible, a protest will be heard by all members of the Bout Committee 
available at the time of the hearing. Any variations from this policy will be allowed only 
with the approval of the Bout Committee Chairman.  

5)  Decisions of the NAS Tournament Bout Committee are final, except see 6) below.  

6)  An Appeal from a decision of the NAS Executive Committee, or the NAS Tournament 
Bout Committee, shall be to the Board of Directors of the USFA, Inc. Such Appeal, 
however, shall not be permitted to interrupt or terminate an NAS Championship 
Tournament.  

SECTION 2: THE JUNIOR CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT  
a.  Tournament Rules  

The NAS Junior Championship Tournament shall be held in accordance with the Rules and 
Regulations governing the NAS Senior Championship Tournament, as set forth in Chapter IV, 
Section 1, of these By-Laws, as now or hereafter amended, within the specifications of this 
Section.  

b.  Events  

1)  The NAS Junior Championship Tournament shall consist of Individual Events in 
Under19 and Under-16 Men's and Women's Foil, Epee, and Sabre.  

2)  Any changes or additions to the NAS Junior Championship Tournament must be voted 
on and approved by the NAS Executive Committee.  

3)  Whenever possible, the Junior Championship Tournament shall be held on the next-to-
last or the last week-end in April. Because of site restrictions and conflicts with National 
Events (NACs, etc.), the Tournament may be held at such other time as may be approved 
by the NAS Chairman.  

c.  Tournament Rotation  

1)  The NAS Junior Championship Tournament shall be held within the geographic 
boundaries of the North Atlantic Section and its Member Divisions.  
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2)  The Member Divisions of the North Atlantic Section shall be required to host the NAS 
Junior Championship Tournament in the following order of rotation, starting with the 
2004 Junior Tournament:  

2007  Hudson-Berkshire  2011  Northeast  

2008  Connecticut  2012  West Rock  

2009  Western NY  2013  Green Mountain  

2010  Long Island  2014 New England 

3)  For the method by which a newly-admitted Division determines its place in the Rotation, 
refer to Chapter IV, Section 1, paragraphs b-3, 4, and 5, of these By-Laws.  

d.  Schedule of Events  

1)  As early in the season as possible, preferably before November 1st, the Host Division 
should advise the NAS Chairman of the dates of the forthcoming NAS Junior 
Championship Tournament. The Chairman shall then inform the Member Divisions of 
these dates, so that the Divisions can properly schedule the appropriate Qualifying 
Competitions in a timely manner.  

2) The Order of Events for the NAS Junior Championship Tournament shall be as follows:  

 On one day  On the other day:  

 U-19 Men's Foil  U-19 Women's Foil  

 U-16 Girl's Foil    U-19 Men's Epee  

 U-19 Women's Epee U-16 Boy's Foil  

 U-19 Men's Sabre  U-16 Boy's Sabre  

 U-16 Boy's Epee  U-16 Girl's Epee  

 U-16 Girl's Sabre   U-19 Women's Sabre  

a)  These Events shall alternate each year between Saturday and Sunday, so as to even up 
conflicts.  

b)  When Entry numbers warrant, the Y-16 Girls Epee will be moved to the other day of 
competition.  

3)  Not later than one (1) month prior to the date of the NAS Junior Championship 
Tournament, the NAS Section Office shall advise each member Division, and the 
individuals eligible to enter the Tournament, as to place, time, schedule of events, special 
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rules, deadline for filing entries, and other such information as may be necessary or 
desirable to facilitate the conduct of, and participation in, the Tournament.  

a)  The Section Office (Chairman or Secretary) shall provide all member Divisions with 
the Entry Summary Forms, Entry Information (to include the Schedule, Entry 
Deadline Date, Fees, etc.), and any other information that will enable Qualifiers to 
enter in a proper manner.  

b)  The Host Division will provide, to the Section Office, information on appropriate 
accommodations, directions to those accommodations and the Tournament Site 
(written, a map, or both), nearby restaurants, etc., so that all those who enter can 
make suitable plans in advance. Entrants will provide a Self Addressed Stamped 
Envelope, so that the Section Office can send this information back.  

c)  The Section Office shall receive all Entries and Fees, so as to maintain fiscal 
responsibility. The Host Division shall keep track of all monies spent, and shall 
submit the appropriate bills to the Section Office for reimbursement.  

e.  Qualifiers for the Section Under-19 Championship Tournament  

1)  All entries to the North Atlantic Section Championships will be Open to all age qualified 
members of the USFA North Atlantic Section.  

2)  Note that the above information does not constitute the required Entry for the 
Tournament. Entry Forms will be available on the Section website in a timely manner.  

f.  Qualifiers to the Section Under-16 Championships  

1) All entries to the North Atlantic Section Championships will be Open to all age qualified 
members of the USFA North Atlantic Section.  

2)  Fencers are within the age limits if the are Under-16 years of age and over seven (7) 
years of age as of January 1st of the year in which the Junior Championship Tournament 
is to be held.  

3)  Note that the above information does not constitute the required Entry for the 
Tournament. Entry Forms will be available on the Section website in a timely manner.  

g.  Special Rules  

The Rules for the NAS Junior Championship Tournament (all Events) shall be the same as those 
for the NAS Senior Championship Tournament, with the following proviso: since the NAS 
Under-19 Events are the Qualifying Round for the National Under-19 Championships, the Rules 
governing the National Under-19 Tournament shall take precedence wherever there is a 
difference in the Rules.  

h.  Entry by Appeal  

1)  An Appeal from an Administrative decision of the NAS Tournament Bout Committee 
shall be made to the NAS Chairman.  
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2)  An Appeal from an Administrative decision of the NAS Chairman shall be made to the 
NAS Executive Committee.  

3)  A protest against a decision of a President of Jury (Referee) or the NAS Tournament 
Bout Committee Chairman, on the application of the Rules, shall be to the NAS 
Tournament Bout Committee.  

4)  Whenever possible, a protest will be heard by all members of the Bout Committee 
available at the time of the hearing. Any variations from this policy will be allowed only 
with the approval of the Bout Committee Chairman.  

5)  Decisions of the NAS Tournament Bout Committee are final, except see 6) below.  

6)  An Appeal from a decision of the NAS Executive Committee, or the NAS Tournament 
Bout Committee, shall be to the Board of Directors of the USFA, Inc. Such Appeal, 
however, shall not be permitted to interrupt or terminate an NAS Championship 
Tournament.  
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CHAPTER V:  SEEDING THE FENCERS IN THE NAS CHAMPIONSHIP 
TOURNAMENTS  

SECTION 1: RESPONSIBILITY FOR SEEDING  
The Section Office, and the Bout Committee for each Tournament, shall establish the seeding of 
the fencers.  

SECTION 2: BASIS FOR SEEDING  
The seeding shall be based principally on:  

a. National Ranking and National Classification (A, B, C, D, E, Unc.);  

b. Performance in the immediately preceding National Championships;  

c. Performance in the immediately preceding NAS Championships;  

d. Performance in other National or International Tournaments;  

e. Performance in his/her Division's Qualifying Events.  
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CHAPTER VI:  FINANCES  

SECTION 1: THE HANDLING OF THE FINANCES  
a. The Funds of the North Atlantic Section shall be handled by the NAS Treasurer, and the 

NAS Chairman.  

b. The NAS Treasurer shall submit an interim Financial Report at the NAS Annual Meeting, 
and a final Report at the end of the Fiscal Year.  

SECTION 2: REVENUES AND EXPENSES OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENTS  
a.  Tournament Expenses  

The expenses of each of the NAS Championship Tournaments shall be paid out of the revenue 
collected in connection with each Tournament. Any additional and reasonable expenses incurred 
should be paid out of the NAS Treasury.  

b.  Entry Fees  

1)  The Entry Fee for the NAS Senior Championship Tournament shall be $40.00 per Event, 
payable in advance to the NAS Treasurer.  

2)  The Entry Fee for the NAS Junior Championship Tournament shall be $40.00 per Event, 
payable in advance to the NAS Treasurer.  

3)  The Entry Fees for the NAS Youth/Veteran Championship Tournament shall be as 
follows:  

a)  $40.00 per Youth 14, 12, and 10 Events;  

b)  $40.00 per Veterans Event.  

c.  Check-In Fee  

1)  To insure that eliminated fencers stay at least one (1) round of fencing beyond that in 
which they were eliminated, each fencer shall, at the time of checking in at the site of the 
Tournament for their first Event of the day, pay a CASH Check-In Fee of $5.00.  

2)  This CASH Check-in Fee shall be returned to each fencer who remains at the 
Tournament to assist in the smooth running of that Tournament: Scoring, Timing, Side 
Judging, Officiating, etc.  

3)  Any portion of this CASH Check-in Fee remaining after the Championship Tournament 
is completed, due to the fencers not remaining to assist, or for any other reason, shall be 
included in the NAS General Income, and shall not be included in the Championship 
Tournament Income, except in unusual circumstances.  

a.  Entrants who do not compete shall still be liable for payment of any Entry Fee(s), 
unless written Notice of Withdrawal id received by the NAS Chairman, or Secretary, 
not less than 72 hours before the start of the Tournament.  
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b.  Any person in arrears regarding Entry Fee(s), or USFA Dues, shall not be eligible to 
compete in any NAS Championship Tournament.  

c.  Admission charges for spectators, though not usual, may be considered by the Host 
Division, and, if not needed or used to defray the expenses of the Tournament, shall 
be paid to the Treasury of the Host Division.  

d.  The Host Division shall not incur expenses in excess of $2000.00, or the estimated 
revenue from Entry Fees, whichever is less, without the express approval of the NAS 
Chairman (and, if time allows, the NAS Executive Committee). Any expenses 
incurred in excess of the above limits, without the prior approval mentioned above, 
may be disregarded when computing the deficit, if any, to be paid by the NAS 
Treasury, as provided in these By-Laws.  

SECTION 3: USE OF FUNDS IN THE NORTH ATLANTIC SECTION TREASURY  
On approval of the NAS Executive Committee, the monies collected in the NAS Treasury may 
be used for the following purposes, though should not necessarily be limited to them:  

1)   To pay approved deficits incurred in connection with NAS Championship Tournaments;  

2)  To assist the NAS Champions with expenses incurred in attending the National 
Championships in the same year, as follows:  

a)  Each Champion in Senior and Under-19 Events who actually attends the National 
Championships will receive $150.00;  

b)  If the same person is an NAS Champion in more that one Event, they will receive an 
additional $150.00 for each such extra Championship;  

c)  If surplus funds allow, and only with the approval of the NAS Executive Committee 
as to the amount, such assistance can be extended to the Medalists 

3)  To help support a Training Camp for Junior Fencers 

4) To help support Coaching Clinics, Directing Clinics, etc. 

5)  To pay reasonable routine expenses of the NAS Officers 

6)  To encourage significant inter-Division competitions among NAS Divisions, by helping 
to provide awards where the revenue from such competitions may not be sufficient to 
cover reasonable expenses, including the cost of such awards 

7)  To assist Member Divisions to be Host of the National Championship Tournament 

8)  To assist Member Divisions to be Host of the Junior Olympic Championship  
Tournament 

9)  To assist Member Divisions to be Host of a North American Cup Event 
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SECTION 4: WAIVING OF ENTRY FEES  
If the Host Division secures sponsorship for any NAS Championship Tournament, all or any part 
of the Entry Fee(s) may be waived.  
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CHAPTER VII:  AMENDMENTS  

SECTION 1: SUBMISSION TO THE USFA, INC., SECRETARY  
These By-Laws and all Amendments thereto shall be submitted to the Secretary of the USFA, 
Inc., for approval, after their adoption by a majority vote of the members of the NAS Executive 
Committee.  

SECTION 2: FAILURE TO RETURN MAIL VOTE 
If the By-Laws or Amendment approval is by Mail Vote, the failure of any member of the NAS 
Executive Committee to submit a Mail Vote within thirty (30) days of the date of the mailing of 
these By-Laws or proposed Amendment, to the last reported address of record of such member, 
shall be deemed to constitute a vote in FAVOR of the By-Laws or such Amendment.  

SECTION 3: REPORT OF VOTE  
In submitting By-Laws or Amendments to the Secretary of the USFA, Inc., for approval, the 
NAS Chairman shall advise the Secretary as to the number of votes "For" and "Against" actually 
received, and the number of ballots not returned, and therefore tallied as "For" votes under the 
provisions of this Chapter.
